Practices and Transportation
Practices are held daily after school during the season at each designated location.

Shuttle Bus service is available to transport athletes to and from buildings where practices are held
and will accommodate after school extra-help schedules with an additional after-school run.

Junior Varsity and Varsity Athletes are expected to attend scheduled practices over school vaca-
tions.

An important aspect of team play involves students travelling to and from away games together. It
is a valuable time for coaches to speak with the players both before and after the game. However,
we do realize and respect that family commitments or emergencies may arise that may necessitate
a parent picking up a child from a game or bring a child to a game. The following protocol is re-
quested for all special allowances: Submit a note to the Coach at least three days in advance of the
known conflict. Upon pick up or drop off, make sure you report directly to the coach to let him or
her know that you are there to pick up or drop off your child.
